THE GREEN SCENE

A new organization, the “Friends of Holmes Run,” has been
formed to support and protect the Holmes Run watershed,
which includes the creek and wetlands through nearby Luria
and Roundtree parks. With so much new development
planned along Gallows Road and Fairview Park Drive, there
will be an increasing load of stormwater runoff, erosion, and
flooding downstream where we live. The Friends of Holmes
Run will help to build awareness of these issues with the
community, local government, and developers, as well as
lead stream cleanups and watershed walks. It is anticipated
that each civic and homeowner’s association along the
Holmes Run corridor will designate a liaison to the Friends
organization, who will attend meetings and report back to
their respective associations. Broyhill Park’s liaison to the
Friends of Holmes Run will be John Curle, a Nealon Drive
resident. Anyone else who is interested is welcome to get
involved.
