   Fairfax County recently held an information session on 

changes to the leaf collection program. After reviewing 

comments in a public survey about its leaf collection, the 

county acknowledged that last year’s leaf collection was 

“over promised and under delivered.” This year the county 

has made some changes and upgrades to their capabilities. 

Service areas have been broken down into subsections, and 

new equipment has been invested in. “Do’s and Don’ts” for 

putting out leaves include: raking or blowing leaves within 

4ft. of the curb; not piling leaves where they will block 

storm drains; ensuring there are no rocks or debris in the 

leaf piles; and don’t park any vehicle on the leaves, as this 

is a fire hazard and makes collection difficult. Collected 

leaves are shredded as leaf mulch that is available free to 

the public at the I-95 or I-66 Recycling and Disposal 

Centers. The county encourages residents to keep as many 

leaves as possible in their yards for composting and natural 

habitat for wildlife to overwinter. To learn more about leaf 

collection go to: fairfaxcounty.gov/publicworks/leaf.

The Green Scene  

   Have you noticed more activity than usual in Broyhill 

Park's county park that runs from Marc Drive to Camp 

Alger between Dye and Nealon Drives? You may have 

seen Broyhill Park resident Karyn Ferro out and about this 

summer as Fairfax County Park Authority's Invasive 

Management Area (IMA) Volunteer Lead for Broyhill 

Park. The IMA Program is a community project focusing 

on reducing invasive plants and restoring healthy ecosys-

tems in county parks. Since April, Karyn and a small crew 

of volunteers have focused on removing invasive plants 

from the north area of the park along Marc Drive and 

clearing invasive stiltgrass and mugwort on the section 

north of Carol Lane. Seeds from a variety of native plants 

will be sown with the goal of eventually outcompeting the 

invasives. Shade tolerant meadow grasses, flowers, shrubs 

and trees will also be planted. Volunteers are welcome! 

Volunteer opportunities will be posted on the Fairfax 

County Volunteer Portal. Work will continue through the 

fall and winter and will expand to the southern section of 

the park as volunteers become more experienced. Send

Did you know?...that Household Hazardous Waste disposal 

is free to Fairfax County residents? Hazardous items 

cannot be placed in the regular trash, but must be taken to 

either the I-66 Transfer Station or the I-95 Landfill 

Complex. Acceptable items include aerosol spray cans; all 

types of automotive fluids including gasoline and motor 

oil; batteries/rechargeable batteries; compressed gas 

cartridges, cooking oil, electronic waste, e-cigarettes, 

solvent-base glue, inks & dyes, pool chemicals, wood 

preservers, acids, ammonia, bleach, floor care products, 

mothballs, rust removers, mercury products, thermometers, 

thermostats, algaecides, fungicides, herbicides, insecti-

cides, pesticides, weed killers, acetone, mineral spirits, nail 

polish, nail polish remover, paint, paint thinner, polishes, 

stains, toluene, varnish, xylene, coal tar products, creosote 

products, wood sealers, driveway sealers, fluorescent and 

LED bulbs, fire extinguishers, oxygen, nitrogen and 

refrigerant cylinders, helium tanks.
